adolescence; work and leisure; nature, the

environment, and region; urban cultures and

nightlife; civil  rights, cultural radicalism, and social

justice; emotions, sports, and mental health; and

monsters, crime, and violence.  

American Studies faculty are engaged, award-

winning teacher-scholars. Our classes emphasize

cultural history from interdisciplinary and diverse

viewpoints. In our courses you will  learn to

interpret a range of sources from multiple

perspectives and to communicate clearly in speech

and writing.

In an American Studies class you will  encounter and

analyze culture from a variety of sources. You may

explore novels or autobiographies; examine movies,

comics, games, social media, and television;

investigate food, law, fashion, and music; and

study the visual arts, material cultures, and  the

built environment. You will  also be exposed to the

most recent scholarship in the field of American

studies.
