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Abstract: Our talk is centered around the idea that between 1890 and 1930 
the whole body of mathematics experienced a thorough transformation. We 
will present several important examples of works developed in that historical 
period and will discuss how the transformations in geometry, logic and 
algebra paralleled fundamental changes that took place in literature, painting 
and sculpture. We will also try to derive from our examples a series of 
common characteristics of the modernist transformation. 
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
