Subject: ASD 14-152 Engineering & Computer Science — Request Exception to 120 Unit Cap
Presenter: Susamma Barua, Associate Dean, Engineering & Computer Science
Associate Dean Barua shared a 21-slide PowerPoint presentation for the discussion of the Chancellor's
mandate for 120 unit cap for all undergraduate degree programs, including programs within the College of
Engineering and Computer Science. The ECS responsibility is to create the best 120-unit curriculum that
meets accreditation guidelines and is also consistent with the other CSU campuses. Rigor of ABET
accreditation and the reputation of the CSUF ECS programs is extremely important. The presentation
included ECS commitment to ensure general education and student learning goals and those that ABET
requires. ECS undergraduate programs currently require the following units:
